General behaviour: 

To be on 9me for each scheduled session and ready to study.

To ensure that my device works and that I have a strong internet connec9on. 

To be responsive to messages from my tutor regarding lessons and to reply to messages within the 
ELMS plaCorm and via email in a 9mely manner. 

To adhere to the Involve Selec9on Ltd/ Vocate Training safeguarding policy by flagging any 
safeguarding issues to the Designated Safeguarding Lead (James Brooklyn).  

The following examples cons<tutes unacceptable behaviour:

Sharing personal images and informa9on with the tutor that is outside the scope of the lessons. 

Engaging in offensive or inappropriate language.

We see parents and guardians as valuable partners in your learning and development and will 
involve them when appropriate to do so. We will always inform and involve your parents or 
guardians if you receive a formal warning about your behaviour, unless doing so would put you in 
danger.
